Accessorize to Perfection . . .

Some people just seem to have the knack to
pull an outfit together and others are kind of
like …… (I better not mention any names)! 

Well, there are two of my fellow merchants
that always seem to be accessorized to 
perfection. One is Pat Norman from Biondi
Shoes and the other is Kathleen Gleason
from Kate Gleason Jewelry. This year many
of you have noticed the new and improved
Susie. Getting trim has been a hard job but it
has been fun getting new clothes and 
compliments. Both Pat and Kate have been
my wardrobe coaches. I have asked them to
join us at Hinsdale Furriers as the accessory
mavens to help you choose the perfect 
accessories for your winter wardrobe. Pat will
be here with a selection of her shoes and
boots and Kate with her jewels. So stop by,
have a glass of wine and a little snack, and
don't forget to bring your “problem” outfit and
let Pat and Kate work their magic.

If your shearling gets wet (if you get stuck in a
downpour), dry the garment with a towel and allow
it to dry naturally at room temperature.  After 
drying, use a suede brush or sponge on the suede
side and a gentle steel comb on the hair side.
(Another option is to bring the coat to us for proper care).

Mend any small tears immediately.  Delaying a
repair can lead to an expensive replacement of pelts.

Do NOT put adhesive stickers on shearling.  
The adhesive can either get left behind or may pull
off some of the fabric when removed.

NEVER put a shearling in the washer or dryer!

Do NOT place a shearling right next to an open
flame or other strong heat source, such as a heater.

Do NOT store shearling in direct sunlight, as it can
bleach the coat over time.

Do NOT take your shearling to a DRY CLEANERS.
Shearlings should be cleaned and stored by a 
professional furrier.

Use a soft suede brush or sponge to periodically
brush up the suede knap if it gets worn.  A suede
brush or sponge can also be used to remove minor
spots and stains.

For liquid spots (grease, drinks, water), sprinkle a
bit of cornstarch directly onto the spot.  Let it sit
for a day or two (the worse the stain, the longer 
you should let the cornstarch sit).  Vacuum the 
cornstarch off.

When not wearing your shearling, hang it on a 
sturdy, well-shaped hanger.

F Y I :  S h e a r l i n g  C a r e

Over the last few years, shearling coats and jackets
have become a fashionable addition to many
wardrobes.  Shearlings are lightweight, but still
warm; and with the numerous shearing, tanning, and
dying techniques available, shearlings have quickly
risen to "must-have" status.  In light of the popularity
of shearlings, we often receive questions regarding the
care of shearling coats and jackets.  
Here are a few guidelines to follow when caring
for your shearling:
