Did you know that we service fur coats that have not been purchased at Hinsdale
Furriers?  We are happy to store, clean, repair and remodel your fur coats regardless of
where you bought them.





We offer a 10% discount off your

storage and cleaning bill when you

pay by cash or check when you
drop off your coat.  Many people do

not have enough cash with them and

usually don't carry around their check

books either.  Not to worry - as long

as you mail us a check within 10 days

of your visit, you can still take 

advantage of the 10% discount. We'll

even provide you with a pre-addressed

envelope.  When you send in your

check though, please keep your
receipt.  We can match up your name

and address on your check with your

account in the computer.  You can

always write the storage ticket 
numbers on your check if the name

and address are different.  We do not

mail back a paid storage receipt when

you send in your payment.  We prefer

that you hang on to your original 

storage receipt and bring it in when

you pick up your coats.

Hinsdale Furriers, 33 E. 1st Street, Hinsdale, IL 60521

Hinsdale Furriers is doing its part in "Going Green" by offering cloth garment bags to

our customers.  We currently use plastic bags that conceal your coats during 

transportation, but can be harmful to our environment.  To help eliminate this hazard to

nature, we are now selling breathable cloth garment bags for only $7.00 per bag.  We can

also monogram your bag for an additional $15.00.

While we agree that transporting your furs in a cloth garment bag is a good idea, as well

as environmentally beneficial, we recommend that you DO NOT store your furs in

the bag.  The furs need to "breathe". Also, if the bag is resting against the fur, it can 

create an unnatural part in the fur.  When you bring your coats home from storage, be

sure to remove your fur from the bag.

Formally Hers: Consignment Guidelines
(What you need to know)

What we want: We accept ladies' formal wear, cocktail attire, shoes and purses only.  We also accept bridal wear.  We

DO NOT accept jewelry at this time.

When we want it: To ease the change of season, we do not take consignments from December 1st thru February 15th & 

July 1st thru August 18th. Other than that, consignments are accepted whenever we are open - no appointment is 

necessary.  All our items are seasonal.  Nobody wears velvet in the summer!  February 15th we begin accepting Spring &

Summer styles.  August 18th we begin taking Fall & Winter styles.

How we want it: All garments must be in excellent, ready-to-sell condition.  We only accept current styles.  Garments

must be cleaned, pressed and on hangers.  

Show me the money: You receive 50% of the final selling price.  No messy percentages to figure out...just a clean,

50/50 split.  There are NO pesky fees.  Your items stay here for 90 days.  We will mail you a check for your sold item

within 30 days of it being sold.
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In my life, Spring means fur storage time and the beginning of my favorite game. Some people think Spring is

Baseball season but in my life the best game of Spring is What is the most interesting thing we will find in a coat
pocket today? We take in about 50 coats per day for storage and cleaning and the first thing we do is hang them up and

check the pockets. 

There are 3 categories of things we find in pockets. The usual, the unusual and the embarrassing. 

Usual consists of dirty Kleenex, small amounts of money, candy, empty plastic bags and rosary beads.

Unusual includes diamond earrings, $700 in cash, a very old apple, and a breakfast sausage wrapped in a napkin.
